	Year 10 GCSE Pathway 3
This term young people will begin by looking at Pythagoras’ Theorem. We will look at what the theorem is, why when and how it is applied. Learners will be learning find the hypotenuse along with the legs of triangles using rearrangements of the theorem. We will then look at how we can apply this understanding to contextual situations in real life, such as TV screen size compared to the standard dimensions. We will finish this module by using Pythagoras’ Theorem on the coordinate axes. 

Learners if time will start looking at the concepts of probability, including sample spaces, independent and dependent events, listing outcomes and probability trees.

	Year 10 GCSE Biology Pathway 3

Students will be finishing up the defending against pathogens topic, looking at monoclonal antibodies and plant defences. We will then begin the Bioenergetics topic.

Students will be exploring photosynthesis, observing a demonstration that plants produce oxygen in the light.  They will be practically demonstrating the method to test a leaf for starch, interpreting the results and looking at factors that affect the rate of photosynthesis.  Students will carry out an investigation into one factor effecting the rate of photosynthesis and record data correctly using tables and present using graphs and dive into how glucose can be used to produce fats and oils, cellulose and protein in plants. 
We will be looking at aerobic and anaerobic respiration and changes to the body during exercise including what happens to lactic acid in the body once exercise stops. 
Finally, we will look at metabolism the difference between synthesis and break down reactions.  


Year 10 ELC Science Pathway 2

Students will be finishing up the chemistry topic, exploring the properties of metals and polymers and then beginning the Energy, Forces and the Structure of Matter topic.

Energy, Energy Transfers and Energy Resources

We will be looking at the way energy is stored in a simple system and pupils will be developing their understanding that not all the changes are useful, identify the main energy wastages in a range of devices, relating this to efficiency. We will discuss how the thermal conductivity of materials affects the rate of energy transfer through them and apply this to how the rate of cooling of a building can be reduced. Pupils will investigate the thermal conductivity of different materials – identifying variables, collecting accurate results and drawing conclusions. We will explore different fuels classifying energy resources as being renewable or not renewable and discussing the advantages and disadvantages of different types of energy resources.

Forces and Work

Students will dive into the different forces, looking at the difference between contact and non-contact forces using examples.
We will look at the factors that can affect the amount of work done and what happens when work is done against the frictional forces acting on an object. Pupils will investigate how different surfaces affect the amount of friction on a moving block.

	Year 10 iMedia Cambridge Nationals (GCSE equivalent qualification)

Having completed the first coursework unit, students will turn their attention to the next piece of controlled assessment.  They will learn how to create an advanced interactive multimedia PowerPoint presentation, making use of hyperlinks, transitions and automated animations.  This will prepare them for completing the coursework tasks when they are published in September
