	Y11 GCSE Pathway 3
This term is a mixture of examination practise and targeted revision teaching. 

Using the QLA analysis of the mock examinations targeted topics and revision will be completed in lessons along with exam practise questions being completed.

We will be looking at how to work with the comprehension worded A03 questions focusing on how to pull out the vital information and working out what the question requires.

	Year 11 GCSE Pathway 3

Students will be finishing up the Variation and Evolution topic, exploring Darwin and Wallace’s ideas, selective breeding and genetic engineering.

We will then be focusing on revision and exam practice in preparation for their upcoming GCSE Biology exams and will incorporate- 
* Low stakes quizzing – using flashcards or of 5-10 questions at the beginning of the lesson, so that students transfer as much information as possible from their long-term memory to their working memory;
* Practice testing – exposing the students to as many types and styles of exam questions as possible, so that they become more familiar with the expectations of the exams.
* Identifying gaps in knowledge through exam practice and revision lessons.
* Elaboration through questioning – asking the students ‘why’ something is the right answer, so that they have to explain their thinking to develop their understanding.


	Having completed all the controlled assessment requirements, Year 11 students will now turn their attention to preparing for the exam in June.  There will be a mixture of revision of topics already covered, the final bits of content they have not yet seen as well a lot of exam practice and improvements to exam technique
