	 Groups A and B 

In English this term, young people will be introduced to their Functional Skills/Entry Level English Qualifications. We will work with young people to see which qualification and level works best for them. There will be a focus on assessing which skills young people need to build and extend and finding any gaps in knowledge. Young people will then focus on the Speaking and Listening parts of their qualifications. We will work with young people to develop and create talks on their own interests and help them to enhance their listening and discussion skills. Alongside this will we be focusing on ‘Reading for Pleasure’ this term, fostering a love of reading and helping young people find a book genre/reading medium that interests them. 
	Maths ELC 1

This half term we are introducing our learns to their course of Entry Level Maths Certificate Level 1. 

Learners will be working with numbers and deepening their understanding of how numbers work. Learners will focus on reading, writing, ordering, and comparing numbers up to 20. We will investigate counting methods and number bonding. 

We will conclude this term and the year by looking how to interpret the + - and = appropriately and use these in a range of contexts. 


Maths Group A
This half tern young people will be learning how to represent data using graphs and charts. They will work on creating concise and accurate graphs and charts including dual and stacked bar charts. 

We will then be moving onto looking at 3 dimensional shapes exploring the properties of these and working with nets and surface area. 

We will end the year by learning how to complete constructions. Our learners will refine skills on using rulers and compasses to construct bisectors of angles along with creating Loci and regular shapes.


	This half term students are learning all about acids and alkalis and some chemical reactions involving them. There is a focus on practical chemistry skills and laboratory safety. They will use indicators to classify acids and alkalis, applying their knowledge to explain how to behave safely when using acids, using hazard symbols to inform their decisions. They will investigate what happens during a neutralisation reaction and investigate the best household remedy for wasp and bee stings. They also will be following a method to safely make a natural indicator from red cabbage and evaluate its effectiveness.
We will be looking the reactions of acids with metals, acids and metal oxides and acids with carbonates, with some students giving word equations a try, and using their results to practice their graph drawing skills.
	Computing
Students will be reintroduced to the basics of programming through using the BBC Microbits.  This will allow them to progress to written coding in Python later in the term, learning how to declare variables, handle loops and conditional IF statements

Careers
Students will explore a range of different careers options and consider the pathways they would need to follow to achieve these. They will also consider issues around gender equality and anti-discrimination

	PSHE
In Year 9, the focus shifts to more detailed sexual education, including contraception, sexually transmitted infections (STIs), and safe sex practices. Students learn about the emotional aspects of sexual relationships and the importance of communication and respect between partners. The curriculum also covers the legal aspects of sexual activity, reinforcing the importance of consent and the legal age of consent.

	History
This half term we will continue to focus on the challenges for Britain, Europe and the wider world between 1901 and the present-day by covering the build-up the World War II. This topic will cover the rise of dictatorships in Europe by introducing Hitler, Stalin and Mussolini. Students will then question if ‘appeasement’ was the best course of action available to Chamberlain and then analyse the effectiveness of the Germany Blitzkrieg tactic. 
Following this, students will complete a series of lessons looking at the Home Front covering the Battle of Britain, The impact of the Blitz, child evacuations, rationing and the role women played in WWII.

Geography 
This half term students will continue to develop their understanding of human geography, relating to population and urbanisation by focusing on the reasons for and the impact of global population growth. Students will understand how population growth is measured both in terms of population distribution and population density, what factors can lead to a population explosion in an area and the impact this can have on resources. Students will then question the effectiveness of China’s ‘One Child Policy’ and consider if this policy should be introduced in other highly populated countries such as India. Students will then tackle to issues surrounding the strain an ageing population is putting on the UK and other countries, and finish with a case study on Mexican migration to the US and make a judgement on if President Trump was right to suggest building a wall?
	Art
Students will learn about the Artist Kandinsky and how their art is inspired by Music. We will be using water colours and ink pens to create our own Art.

Woodwork
Students will continue to make a range of products that develop their skills in working with wood.  They will be challenged by more complex projects with multiple parts and different joining techniques

Food Technology

	PE
Young people will explore a variety of new pieces of equipment that relate to the Athletics topic. They will learn how to use it safely while performing with control, accuracy and care. Young people will learn and combine transferable athletics actions, skills and techniques such as throwing, jumping and running at different speeds including relays. They will be encouraged to use key words to describe their actions. Young people will give feedback, compare and analyse performances with previous ones to demonstrate improvement and achieve personal bests. Young people will be encouraged to work independently and with others. They will expand their knowledge and vocabulary that is PE and Athletics specific as well as talking about local community clubs that offer competitive sport.

Music

Pupils will produce a remix composition based on a popular song. They will explore how to create and manipulate sounds as well as adding typical remix techniques relating to music technology (pan, reverb, delay etc).  
Pupils will also use loops on GarageBand to make their composition unique and personal to their own tastes. They will be exploring how musical dimensions (dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, pitch, melody) can affect a composition and how these elements can be manipulated to produce a successful remix composition.


	Spanish

RE
Students will understand the basic principles of Buddhism, including the Four Noble Truths and the Eightfold Path. They will learn about the life of Siddhartha Gautama and his journey towards enlightenment.
Students will learn about the role of meditation, rituals, and the Sangha in Buddhist life. They will understand Wesak’s significance, how and why it is celebrated among Buddhists.
