	Year 10 GCSE Pathway 3
This Term Students will be focusing on working with percentages. Students will learn how to calculate percentage increase and decrease and apply these to real life context such as sales and profits. 

Students will learn about simple and compound interest; we will use this new knowledge deepen understanding of how this relates to bank accounts, wages, taxes and debt.  

Year 10 Entry Level Pathway 2

Students will be learning to understand more complexed vocabulary surrounding maths symbols. Students will learn about many components of time and measure and have a go at applying this newfound language and knowledge into real life contexts.  


	Year 10 GCSE Biology Pathway 3

Students will begin their study of our Defences against Pathogens topic. They will be exploring the non-specific defense systems of the human body and the specific role of the immune system and white blood cells. We will be looking at vaccines in relation to the immune system, what they contain how they prevent disease. We will also be learning about antibiotics, when their use is appropriate and what is meant by antibiotic resistance.
We will delve into some early medicines and from what they were extracted and develop an understanding of why new drugs need to be tested. Students will learn about how monoclonal antibodies are produced and some ways in which monoclonal antibodies can be used. We will also be looking at some more plant diseases and investigating the effects of magnesium and nitrate ion deficiencies. 

Year 10 ELC Science Pathway 2

Student will be continuing the  Elements, Mixture and Compounds component of their qualification.
 They will be exploring mixtures and how we can separate them, applying their knowledge of separating techniques to select methods from those given to separate simple mixtures including using chromatography to separate a mixture and identify the substances it contains. 
 We will also be looking at how reactive and unreactive metals are found on Earth., the obtaining of metals from ores and the social, economic and environmental impacts of mining ores and recycling metals. We will be delving into how the giant structure of metals and alloys relate to their melting points and how the properties of copper and aluminium make them useful for different purposes, linking this to a practical investigation into the conductivity of some 
metals. 
Polymers 
Finally, students will learn about the structure of polymers, their properties and uses, why polymers cause litter and landfill sites to become full quickly and ways of disposing or recycling waste plastic.
	Year 10 iMedia Cambridge Nationals (GCSE equivalent qualification)


Students will continue to work through their first coursework unit, centred around creating a graphic for a computer game loading screen.  Students will learn a range of image editing techniques and produce the documentary evidence required by the exam board 
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Year 10 Performing Arts (GCSE equivalent qualification)

Students will be developing their performance and ensemble skills, working towards their Unit 1 component. 

Students will be choosing a song to perform as an ensemble as well as exploring some context around this piece. 

They will develop their ability to perform in time as an ensemble as well as performing fluently and confidently ensuring that they are developing their ability to perform using musical dimensions (such as performing at the correct tempo and pitch etc).
