	Year 11 GCSE Pathway 3

Through targeted revision strategies, mock exams, and tailored feedback. We aim to ensure that our young people feel confident, prepared, and empowered to excel in their upcoming GCSE assessments.

	Y11 GCSE Pathway 3
This term is a mixture of examination practise and targeted revision teaching. 

Every Thursday students will complete a cut down part paper which will be marked and analysed. From these topics will be identified that the students will work on during the next week of lessons. 

Students will work in small target groups focusing on areas that need to be revisited to secure knowledge and methods.

Students are also completing their second set of Mock Examinations.
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Year 11 Entry Level Pathway 2
Students will be learning to understand more complexed vocabulary surrounding maths symbols. Students will learn about many components of time and measure and have a go at applying this newfound language and knowledge into real life contexts.   



	Year 11 GCSE Pathway 3

Students will be commencing our Variation and Evolution topic. We will begin by looking at variation between species and its causes. We will explore how this variation is linked to Darwins’ Theory of Evolution by Natural Selection and compare this to Lamark’s and Wallace’s theories., evaluating their contribution to understanding evolution. We will look at fossils as evidence for evolution, how they may be formed and why scientists still can’t be certain how life on earth began. We will at how bacteria evolve rapidly and can therefore develop antibiotic resistance by natural selection. (Link to Defending against pathogens topic)
We will delve into Mendel’s experiments on pea plants and look at why the importance of Mendel’s discovery was not understood until after his death. (Revisiting chromosomes and structure of DNA).
Students will explore the selective breeding and genetic engineering of plants and animals, describing the steps involved and the benefits and risks.
Students will learn about clones and the cloning techniques used to clone plants and animals, evaluating the advantages and disadvantages as well as the ethical issues (SMSC).
We will look at how living things have been classified into groups depending on their structure and characteristics and discuss why the classification system has changed, looking at evolutionary trees how they demonstrate evolution between organisms within a species.


	Students will work towards completing their second coursework unit; an interactive multimedia presentation promoting a summer sports club at a local leisure centre.  They will learn how to create and embed a range of different media into their presentation and will produce all the necessary documentation required by the exam board.  If this is completed before the end of term then they will begin the preparations for the summer examination unit
