Young people in Year 9, will be following the Functional skills pathway varying from Entry 

Level 1 to Level 1.

Young people in Year 9, will be following the Functional skills pathway 

varying from Entry Level 1 to Entry Level 3. If you require more 

specific information about your young person, please contact me 

directly via class dojo.  

Young people will be looking at a variety of Maths objectives linking to 

number. Specifically, depending on the level qualification your young 

person is doing, they will be accessing learning linking to the four 

operations and building up to applying this to exam style questions.  

Young people will be taught how to unpick exam style questions, how to 

highlight key information, show their working out and feel confident in 

applying their knowledge.  

Some young people will be focusing on two-by-two digit multiplication 

and division this half term. They need to develop the skills to divide 

three-digit whole numbers by single- and double-digit whole numbers 

and express remainders.  

Other young people in Y9, will be working on written methods for 

multiplying whole numbers in the range 0 x 0 to 12 x 12 and also 

dividing two-digit whole numbers by single-digit whole numbers and 

express remainders. 

Young people will be looking at retrieval skills 

using bespoke texts linking to their interests 

working on deducting information from texts. 

Young people will also be working on 

understanding the main points of a text and 

understanding the purpose. This will link closely 

to understanding why some texts have specific 

organisation markers. Young people will also be 

using effective strategies to find the meaning 

of words and check their spelling (e.g. a 

dictionary, spell-checker) 

 

Alongside this, we are placing a strong 

emphasis on reading for pleasure, encouraging 

students to explore a variety of texts that 

interest and inspire them.  As well as this, 

young people will have weekly reading 

intervention to support their fluency and 

comprehension. This helps to build confidence, 

vocabulary, and a lifelong love of reading.  

Young people will also be working on 

their writing skills and what is required 

for their specific level.  

 

Young people will be specifically looking 

at the different skills needed for their 

writing. 

 

They will be working on communicating 

information in words, phrases and 

simple sentences.  

 

Young people will learn how to complete 

a form asking for personal information 

(e.g. first name, surname,  

address, postcode, age, date of birth).  

 

They will also be working on writing in 

compound sentences, using common 

conjunctions (e.g. or, and, but)

Some Y11’s will continue to consolidate and apply the Maths skills they 

have already learned, with a focus on using them confidently in everyday 

situations. The aim is to ensure they have strong functional skills in areas 

such as number, money, time, and problem-solving, so they feel prepared 

for their future and independence skills. By practising these skills in 

real-life contexts, it will ensure young people have developed confidence 

and independence to use Maths beyond Bader.  

 

Some Y11’s will be working towards Functional Skills Maths Level 1, which 

develops practical Maths skills needed for everyday life, work, and life 

beyond Bader . This term, we are focusing on Number skills – building 

accuracy, confidence, and fluency in calculations. 

 

Young people will be able to Read, write, order and compare numbers 

(including positive and negative numbers), carry out calculations with 

whole numbers and decimals using the four operations (add, subtract, 

multiply, divide) and multiply and divide by 10, 100, 1000 and use place 

value confidently.

By consolidating key areas, your child will be 

supported to leave school feeling secure in their ability to communicate clearly and 

successfully.
